A barrel selection featuring the delicate side of the estate and family farmed sites, including The Beaux Fréres Vineyard,
The Upper Terrace, and Sequitur. The Upper Terrace Vineyard is planted on a steep South facing slope with
sedimentary soils and a slightly higher elevation than the Beaux Fréres Vineyard. The Beaux Freres Vineyard is
planted with tightly spaced vines, and yields are kept to some of the lowest in the industry. They farm
organically, do not irrigate, and include Biodynamic practices. The grapes are picked earlier, and the extraction
managed more gently. The winemaking philosophy is one of minimal intervention. Spontaneous fermentation
with indigenous yeast. Punch downs and pump overs by hand throughout the day. Minimal oxygen exposure.

While vacationing in 1986, Michael Etzel came upon an 88-acre pig farm for sale on Ribbon Ridge in the
Northern Willamette Valley, Yamhill County, Oregon. After some deliberation, he purchased the farm with
his brother-in-law (the French idiom is beaux freres), wine critic Robert Parker, Jr. Michael then moved with
his young family from Colorado and began planting Pinot Noir, slowly transforming the old pig and dairy
farm into a jewel. Today his son, Mike D. Etzel is winemaker. In the spring of 2017, their second-
generation winery began a new partnership with eighth-generation, family-owned French winery Maisons &
Domaines Henriot. Since their first vintage in 1991, the Beaux Fréres philosophy remains the same; to
