Sourced from the Veneto and Friuli Venezia Giulia regions, production is 
carried out in small batches. The secondary fermentation period (Charmat 

Method) lasts 60 days in temperature-controlled stainless- steel.  

Bellino Prosecco is produced the Sperone family, a fifth-generation wine-
making family whose roots began in Vermouth production. A century ago, 
as the family business grew, production expanded to include table wines.
