From sustainably grown grapes in the Ddo Region of Portugal. The climate is temperate with Atlantic and
Mediterranean influence. The soil is mostly granitic with coarse sand and large rocky outcrops at an
altitude of 400m. The grapes were harvested manually to 20Kg boxes. The blend composition depends
on the yields of each variety in the vineyard. The grapes were cooled before the crushing and
immediately pressed. The resulting juice was decanted in stainless steel vats, and then fermented in
another stainless steel vat under temperature control, only with the indigenous yeast.

“We are lucky to be born in wine region we love ... or was that we were born here that made us fall in
love?!” Ater working with some of the best wines of the Dao region, oenologist Lucia Freitas returned
to her family estate to create a project that harmonizes the respect for tradition with the dream of
deepening the extraordinary character of the wines and the region she knows so well. The Quinta da
Mariposa vineyards operate under an integrated protection system, reducing or minimizing risks to
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o human health and the environment, favoring the development of healthy crops with the least possible
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disturbance of agricultural and forestry ecosystems and encouraging natural mechanisms of struggle
- against the enemies of culture.
