(Cabernet Sauvignon, Petit Verdot, Cabernet Franc, Merlot and Malbec. A harmonious balance of dark berry fruit
and refined tannins. Layers of black cherry, cassis and ripe plum unfold on the nose, complemented by subtle
notes of vanilla and cocoa. Hints of spice add depth, leading to a long, silky finish. Smooth and elegant, this
wine showcases both richness and finesse. Pairs well with beef, pork and grilled vegetables.

Sourced from several vineyards in the Alexander Valley, Sonoma County, California. This wine reflects the
region’s diverse terroir, with elevations ranging from 134-2,200 feet and soils composed of gravel, clay, and
loam. The climate, marked by cool, wet winters and dry, warm summers, creates ideal conditions for ripening

Cabernet Sauvignon. Vinification involves warm fermentation with 2 weeks on the skins, followed by a light
press and pump-overs. Fermentation took place in stainless steel tanks using inoculated yeast. Aging was
carried out in a combination of stainless steel and French oak, preserving the wine’s purity while adding
structure and complexity.

Michael Broadbent trained as an architect before he became a winemaker in England in the 1960s. He knew
the importance of structure, balance and beauty well before becoming a Master of Wine. His large legacy of
art, whether it be architectural, portraiture, landscapes or technical drawings, gives a clear insight into his
attention to detail. This wine is a tribute to the legacy of our favorite Renaissance man - Michael Broadbent,
artist, author, musician, auctioneer and architect.
